Travel by train from Bletchley, and all stations to Bedford where we join the Thameslink service through to East Croydon and the Southern service on to Eridge. The final part of our journey is by a Heritage train to ROYAL TUNBRIDGE WELLS.

We leave Bletchley at 07.32. Departure south from Bedford is expected to be at 08.40 (we await confirmation in May timetable).
We return from Tunbridge Wells West at 16.19 (4.19pm) and will arrive back at Bedford at approximately 19.23 (7.23pm) and Bletchley at 20.18 (8.18pm) (Again – these timings will be confirmed once the May timetable changes are known.)

ROYAL TUNRBRIGE WELLS is a delightful, Georgian town with much to enjoy and explore. Be sure to visit the PANTILES where you step back in history in this enchanting shopping area or relax in the beautiful Calverley Park with its ornamental gardens and pavilion café. If you start to get homesick then there is always ‘The BEDFORD’ public house serving good value meals and drinks.

SPA VALLEY RAILWAY. We travel on this preserved railway between Eridge and Tunbridge Wells in each direction. Tickets for this part of the journey will be handed to you on the day of travel and if you wish, you can use the tickets to make additional journeys on the Spa Valley Railway during the day.
